o Perfect (Strong) Rhyme: identical stressed vowel sound: "bean and green"
o Imperfect (Weak) Rhyme: linked words of Similar sounds: "ridge and fudge"
e Rhythm (rith-uhm) (noun) patterned of regular or irregular beats of music and also

measured movement in dance.
